Keith Joyce. Used the Gullible Mad Galahs to Further His Hidden Agenda

We have seen much information regarding the disgraceful behaviour of Keith Joyce and we have received feedback on him and others from our readers and supporters. Part of his tactics to become President involved telling a former President who had been stealing rent monies from the RSL home at Emu Park that he had to go, which opened the door for Joyce. Joyce never reported this matter to the Police, which was the proper thing to do, and this crook went unreported and unpunished. However, becoming President was not Joyce’s real aim. This was just a step in the right direction.
Joyce knew damn well that the Rockhampton RSL sub branch was wealthy and financially secure. It was established just after WW1 and had large cash reserves and owned two prime real estate buildings and land in the centre of the City. He stated at one time the RSL was a cash cow. However not even the money was his only game. Joyce is a control freak and an extremely arrogant bully who has fine tuned the art of appearing to be Mr nice guy and helper of all, while underneath rage darker currents. Joyce wanted to control the RSL and run it according to the rules of the Joyce manifesto. If Joyce lived by his oft stated aim of ridding the RSL of corruption he would never have joined himself for he is as corrupt as they come. 
So his aims were to become President, destroy the RSL and build a new RSL in his image, get his hands on the money and assets and assume all power and rights unto himself.
To do this he needed to create a structure which could strip the local sub branch of all its cash and assets. He also needed an income because his job as RSL sub branch President was voluntary. He does not have a DFRDB military pension.
Lo and behold Keith Joyce convinced his membership and local identities that they should create a private company, which he did. This private company was named Lone Pine Ltd and it remains in existence to this day, though it now has little money and no assets. The money needed to set this false front up was stripped out of the RSL and then, after the establishment of LPL, all the sub branch monies and assets were transferred to LPL, thus leaving the RSL sub branch with virtually nothing and in effect renting from LPL  the premises it previously owned . Not a bad move if you could get away with it, which Joyce did for some time.
However the coup de grace was that Joyce set himself up as the Managing Director of LPL with a salary and superannuation. He had arrived. He was sub branch President, he had created a wealthy shelf company which he in effect controlled, he had his hands on all the RSL money and assets and he had a private personal superannuation fund paid for by RSL members. He also moved quickly to use the RSL homes car for his private use, and we are told drove it all around the country, often while drunk. We have been told that a brand new ride-on mower went missing from the RSL homes, and was seen at Joyce’s home.
Joyce embarked on a deceitful legal campaign to ruin the RSL and this campaign was funded out of LPL monies, monies which really belonged to RSL members. The bills became extraordinary and eventually the money ran out, even after mortgages were taken out on the buildings and land which had later been purchased. LPL was eventually called into receivership. This meant that RSL members money had gone down the gurgler for nothing except Joyces inflated ego and hidden agenda.

In his legal fights with the RSL the only result was a Deed of Settlement which in effect meant nothing much and was a spit in the face for him and his few supporters. Joyce tried to paint this Deed as a major victory but it wasn’t. 

So here he was, after years of chewing up RSL members money to fund his hate and control campaign, in a position where there was no dough, where the RSL Club had been closed and fire saled and LPL and thus the RSL sub branch was heavily in debt.

Well over a million dollars cash had disappeared, and we don’t believe it all went in legal expenses from what we have been told. Some Rockhampton members have told us they always believed LPL was set up to make money for somebody.

Joyce was now desperate for backers and supporters and people to use to carry on with his personal vendetta.

They too believe in wild conspiracy theories and lies, they too use personal attacks on people’s private lives as a method of getting what they want and they too are as crooked as they come. I think you set a deadline of Monday morning for lighting a fire.  I thought I’d provide you with information, which may assist you in your decision making.

Attached is a copy of the report written by David McLachlan in 1996.  He was preaching unity but I am not aware of anything he did to assist the Bribie Island people with chook raffles or the like over the years in order to gain their assets nor did he care that what had happened was contrary to Queensland Law.  He came out very strongly in favour of the RSL Constitution being more onerous on League members than the Law of the Land.

Your campaign is a great danger for them, because if successful it will show the Australian people that veterans don’t believe they are being treated at all well.  The government of course doesn’t want that to happen and the RSL will be portrayed as anything but the guardian of the rights of veterans, contrary to what they claim to be.  The threats you have read about are classic White Army (League for National Security and other titles) tactics.  The White Army controls the RSL and a number of other ESOs through its Nation wide cells.

That’s where the League’s Generals and War Lords come from, hiding behind the RSL badge, which if anything has become the magnificent emblem of the subjugation of veterans rights and benefits.  Recently released books Bastard of a Place and Monash reveal the tactics of the White Army and how they sought control of the country.  Sir John Monash, to his eternal credit, told them if their approach had been made by the other end of the spectrum, they would call it treason, and threw them out of his office.

They call for unity and so do you, but their unity is in favour of the status quo or the more right extreme.  Your call for unity is so as to expose the status quo, well done, but that is where you are a threat and they will do anything to put you down.  Be careful of who you take on board or give a profile to in your campaign.  If there is anything they can rest on to discredit you they will do so, and McLachlan’s public statements are only a small dose.

You may not have noticed but the RSL 2006 Budget submission shies away from “repatriation” benefits and refers instead to those who have served in the ADF, and that will include those hundreds of thousands of three month nashos who were never going to be placed in harms way.  It goes on to refer to the standard of proof for all applications to be the reasonable hypothesis standard, which is what now applies to those who have had operational or war like service.  In order to be repatriated a service person must first leave the country, or so I would have thought.

In relation to Bribie Island, I gave their lawyers information which they checked, found to be spot on and launched a Queensland Supreme Court action in December 1996.  Within forty eight hours, RSL National President James (White Army man from way back) convened an Extraordinary National Congress of the League in the Lounge Room at Tullamarine Jet Port and instructed the Queensland and South Eastern District Branches to hand back the real and person property they had stolen from Bribie Island.  I have the documents to prove it.  But for that action the only unity was in control of wealth and property!

If I had been a unity and team man for the League, I would not have done what I did and you would not have done what you have so far, and plan to do.  

Unity is like Excalibur, if the right person comes along to draw it from the rock.  In November 1998, National President Peter Phillips had Excalibur in the form of the Deed of Settlement I copied to you yesterday, but he squibbed and betrayed us.

G'day Keith, 

Yep, the PM's Veterans' Advisory Council/Committee is still one of our five demands and yes we should still fight to have it established before the election.  My email simply gave my personal view that, now that the Government is in recess prior to the election, it cannot and will not establish such a Council.  Both parties may give a commitment to form such an organisation once elected and sure we should demand that.  Again from my perspective I believe we really need to be emphasising our financial demands because both parties are throwing money about.

 

From my perspective however we can continue this fight for one or all demands after the election.  This fight does not stop once the election is over.  It stops when we get a fair go.

 

As far as the R&SLA goes, sure there may be no need to have an R&SLA if the PM's Veterans' Advisory Committee is established and works well.  However we will need to see how all this works after the Committee reviews the R&SLA - someone will have to do this as currently the R&SLA is viewed by the Government as the pre-eminent advisory group on veteran and other related issues.  We certainly do not want two parallel organisations.  Again we must ensure that the Committee remains apolitical.    I do not see this as sa bond but rather an independent Committee that can say   The point I make is that the Committee may not be the ideal forum to run all the current R&SLA clubs and associated organisations.  It's primary function, as I see it, will be to provide unbiased and direct input to the PM and relevant Minister.  As I said, and I think Dave Briggs said, we have not put a great deal of thought into the composition or role of this Committee, at least not to my knowledge.  We will not simply be able to get rid of the R&SLA National Executive, even if we are successful in establishing this Council/Committee.  There will be many veterans and members who will resist this so it will not be a simple task. The R&SLA clubs, etc, will still have to function according to agreed policies and the Committee may not be structured to do all this. 

 

Rest assured I support the establishment of the Council/Committee preferably before the election but I think that this is most unlikely and we will need to continue the fight after the election.

 

I have no objection to your using that quote.  I served until 1998 so was not really in a position to comment before then.  After I left the ADF I worked at a university so it has only been during the last two years that I have become aware of some of these issues.  Yes, that is a damning admission but better late than never.
